Strengthen your paintings with simple color
theory, using value (dark vs. light) and
intensity (bright vs. dull) to create mood.
Learn to mix watercolor paint with
confidence to create just the right color.

Study Pigment qualities — opacity,
transparency, staining, granulating — to
familiarize yourself with how and why they
react on the surface.

Master colorful blacks and expressive
neutral tones that give you rich greys, not
mud.

Explore creative color palettes to
increase color harmony in your work.

Ultramarine Blue

For portraits, | also use:

Cobalt Teal
Yellow Ochre
Cerulean

Permanent Alizarin Crimson and
Gamboge are used along with
Ultramarine Blue (in the palette
above) make liftable darks.
